Holding an Opponent (Holding) 
A minor penalty shall be assessed to a player who holds an  
opponent with the hands, legs, feet, stick or in any other way.  
This is not always a simple call for a referee to make. The  
opponent simply has to be denied the ability to gain forward  
momentum and the call is made. The referee just has to be careful about calling a player 
for standing his ground because a player is entitled to his position. If the offending player  
uses anything but his/her position to detain a player the call is made. 
 
Unnecessary Roughness (Roughing) 
At the discretion of the referee, a minor or double minor  
penalty may be assessed to any player who uses un- 
necessary roughness against an opponent.  Okay, I will try  
to put this in simple terms: The referee sees two opponents 
playing for the puck and feels that one of them used more 
force or an extra push than was necessary and the call is made . “At the discretion of 
the referee” are the most important words in this call. I try to tell all of the players to 
keep the elbows and arms down and play the puck to avoid this call.
