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Abusive Conduct - TIMEOUT OR UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT

Using both hands to form a
Call: Unsportsmanlike Conduct “T.”
Description:  Any Player who challenges or

disputes the ruling of a Referee, attempts to

incite an opponent or create a disturbance

during the game shall be assessed a minor

penalty for unsportsmanlike conduct. This rule is

not enforced to make the referee

unapproachable but to keep the game moving. If there are questions about a ruling on the floor, we
request that you (player, coach or spectator) wait till after the period ends or after the game. The
time clock continues to count down during the assessment of penalties and during the face offs.

Call: Player Misconduct
Description: If any player does any of the following,
a misconduct penalty shall be assessed:
1. Uses obscene, profane or abusive
language to any person before, during or
after the game.
2. During a stoppage of play, intentionally
shoots or throws the puck out of the reach of
a Referee who is retrieving it.
3. After being penalized, does not proceed directly to the penalty bench or dressing room
when ordered to do so by the referee.
